Within the time stated in the Contract Data, the Contractor shall submit
to the Director (GTS) / Engineef Executive Director (Operations-l), Sindh
Solid Waste Management Boaré programme for the Works in the form
stated in the Contact Data.

7.3 Extension of Time

The Contractor shall, within such time as may be reasonable under

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SPECIFICATIONS
[Notefor Preparing the Speifications]

A set of precise and clear specifications is a prerequisite for bidders to respond
redistically and competitively to the requirements of the user without qualifying their
Bids. The specifications must be drafted to permit the widest possble competition and, at
the same time, present a clear statement of the required standards of workmanship,
materials, performance of the works. Only if this is done objectives of econony, efficiency, and
fairnessin procurement will be realized and responsiveness of Bids can be ensured,
and the subsequent task of bid evaluation can be fadlitated. The specifications should
require that materials to be incorporated in the works be new, unused, and of the most
recent or current models, and incorporated all recent improvements in design and materials
unlessprovided for otherwise in thecontrad.

Samples of specifications from similar to previous procurements are useful in this
respect. The use of metric units is encouraged. Depending on the complexity of the works
and the repetitiveness of the type of procurement, it may be advantageous to
standardize the Technical Specifications that should cover all classes of workmanship,
materials and equipment although not necessarily to be used in a particular procurement.

Cae must be taken in drafting specifications to ensure that they are not restrictive.
In the specification of standards for equipment, materials, and workmanship,
recognized international standards should be used as much as possble. The specifications
shall consider all conditions but not limited to seismic conditions, weather conditions and
environmental impact. The specifications should state that equipment, materials, and
workmanship that meet other authoritative standards, and which ensure at least a
substantially equal quality than the standards mentioned, will also be acceptable. The
following clause may beinserted in the Specifications.

Wherever reference is made in the Specifications to specific standards and codes to
be met by Works to be furnished and tested, the povisions of the latest current edition or
revision of the relevant shall apply, unless otherwise expresdy stated in the Contad. Cther
authoritative standards that ensure equivalence to the standards and codes specified will be
acceptablel]
